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FROM THE CO-CHAIRMEN:
SUSTAINING MOMENTUM

It is with a sense of shared pride and deep gratitude that we can announce, as we 
leave the 800th anniversary year, that collegiate Cambridge has raised £139 million 
in 2008–2009, enabling the Campaign to pass the £900 million mark on our way 
to – and through – our £1 billion target.

This achievement is testimony to the commitment of our alumni and friends 
to supporting excellence at Cambridge. To the donors of major gifts that have 
a singular transformative impact, and equally to those whose generosity goes 
under the radar of media attention but who are playing a vital part in supporting 
Cambridge, we extend our thanks and our appreciation.

This Campaign Report, the fourth we have produced, highlights gifts of many 
sizes, all making a difference to the University and Colleges by allowing them to 
both enhance and expand existing programmes and posts, and to create new 
and exciting initiatives. Each year we have also thanked the growing body of 
Campaign volunteers for their individual and collective efforts, and this year is 
no different. Members of the Campaign Board, Campaign Council, US Major 
Gifts Committee, Hong Kong Fundraising Committee and College development 
boards support the work of Cambridge staff to encourage alumni and friends to 
engage with the Colleges and the University, and to ensure that the Campaign 
continues to achieve its potential. They have played a decisive role in extending 
the reach of the Campaign and have built the case for philanthropic commitment 
to Cambridge in specifi c detail and broad principle alike.

Sustaining momentum in 2008–09 would have been a challenge under any 
circumstances, but today’s turbulent fi nancial and economic situation presented 
an exceptional challenge. The gifts and support described in the following pages 
demonstrate the intense commitment that so many have made to collegiate 
Cambridge.  We believe that Cambridge’s supporters will continue to rise to the 
challenge because they share the deeply-held belief that investing in excellence 
today will transform tomorrow.
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FROM THE VICE-CHANCELLOR:
CELEBRATING THE PAST, TRANSFORMING THE FUTURE

This year, Cambridge’s celebrations have reminded the world of our past 
achievements, while equally acting as a period of refl ection about the future.  
The commitment of our alumni and friends to the 800th Anniversary Campaign is 
doing much to ensure that we enter our ninth century with confi dence, and the 
Campaign Report helps to explain why, illustrating the wonderful generosity of our 
supporters in sustaining Cambridge’s excellence.

Interdisciplinary initiatives are fl ourishing at Cambridge, reinforced by the 
Campaign. A new facility for Materials Science and Metallurgy will house the 
Department’s scientists together in West Cambridge, enabling the continued 
growth of science critical to the creation of sustainable materials. Collaborations 
with adjacent institutions, such as the Cavendish Laboratory and the new Hauser 
Forum, will help build yet broader interdisciplinary collaborations and ensure that 
breakthroughs are translated promptly and effi ciently into new applications. 

2009 marked the 200th anniversary of the birth of Charles Darwin, and it is 
particularly fi tting that two Campaign gifts mark the continuing importance of 
his work. One will carry forward the publication of Darwin’s correspondence, with 
a volume focused on Darwin’s insights into gender and sexuality. The other will 
complete the new Sainsbury Laboratory in the University Botanic Garden, itself a 
creation of Darwin’s mentor Professor John Henslow.

Large gifts are not the only ones that matter. With growing participation across 
generations of former students, this year many Colleges have had record 
responses to their regular giving programmes. The sum total of seemingly modest 
monthly contributions now runs into many millions that help, in particular, to 
support students and the very special qualities of collegiate teaching.

It has been a privilege and pleasure to work with our key Campaign volunteers 
this year, and I am especially grateful to the Co-Chairmen, the Campaign Board,  
the Campaign Council, and our major gifts committees in the USA and Hong 
Kong, who all play vital roles. Let me also play tribute to my colleagues in the 
Colleges and across the academic community who give their time and energy to 
make the case for collegiate Cambridge.

We can be proud of all that the Campaign has achieved so far, especially in the 
light of the global fi nancial challenges of the past year. Let us remember, though, 
that the case for Cambridge needs to be made over and over again so that this 
great institution will illuminate the world for another 800 years.

PROFESSOR ALISON RICHARD
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FROM THE CHAIRMAN OF THE COLLEGES’ COMMITTEE:
CREATING A CULTURE OF GIVING

The Cambridge Colleges have not been immune to the worst economic recession 
since the Second World War. Of course, outstanding young people continue to 
demand the highest levels of education so there has been no fall in demand, 
but we have all been affected by the fall in endowment returns, which are 
crucial in covering the gap between the fees paid by students and the real cost 
of their education. Hence the Colleges have become ever more dependent on 
the generosity of their alumni and other benefactors in order to maintain the 
excellence of the collegiate system. The danger was that the recession would not 
only make the need for this income more pressing, but also make it more diffi cult 
to secure. Colleges started the year in a state of some concern.

We ended the year with a sense of achievement, for the investment in 
development and alumni communications in the last few years has led to a 
considerable change in expectations among alumni, who appreciate more than 
ever the need to support their Colleges in diffi cult times. The dynamism of so 
many College development offi ces, as well as the more imaginative policies of 
Colleges in managing their resources, have made alumni more willing to provide 
fi nancial support. Of course, the high profi le of the Cambridge 800th Anniversary 
Campaign has helped immensely in explaining the need for funding. The most 
striking feature of the Colleges’ contribution to the Campaign in this period 
has been the remarkable success of annual funds, and not least the telephone 
campaigns that have become a regular feature of many Colleges’ fundraising 
programmes in the last few years.

Despite the recession, several Colleges had their best-ever telephone campaigns 
this year, which suggests that a ‘culture of giving’ has taken root among our 
alumni. The Colleges now raise between £20 million and £25 million each year 
from their annual funds and individual gifts smaller than £100,000. In a year 
when large gifts being solicited by the University are particularly vulnerable to 
economic circumstances, it is this ‘base-load’ of funds raised by the Colleges that 
is sustaining the momentum of the Campaign as a whole. It certainly emphasises 
the wisdom of the decision to frame the Campaign from the outset as a collegiate 
one, embracing the Colleges as well as the University.

The signifi cance of this change in the culture of giving will be all the more 
apparent in the next few years. The recession will, we hope, come to an end, but 
government funding will continue to be under pressure. We now have a much 
greater commitment to development across the Colleges, and clarity in explaining 
our need for funding, as we continue to make our case for support and maintain 
the extraordinary strengths of a collegiate education.

FINANCIAL PERFORMANCE
In 2008–2009 the Colleges and the University raised £139 million, including gifts made to Cambridge in America. 
This total includes the fi nal tranches of two transformational gifts: one from The Gatsby Charitable Foundation for 
the new Sainsbury Laboratory (which is described later in this report); and the other from Dr Rosalind Smith (New 
Hall, 1981) and Steven Edwards to strengthen the endowment of Murray Edwards College (which was featured in 
last year’s report). This remarkable total, in a year marked by economic recession in the global economy, is testimony 
to the long-term vision of the collegiate University’s benefactors and the priority that they have given to sustaining 
Cambridge’s excellence for future generations. As a result the Campaign total now stands at £940 million.

In addition to gifts received in the past year, the Colleges and the University have actively encouraged alumni and 
friends of the University to consider making provision for future support in their wills. In the past year just over £90 
million of new lifetime legacy pledges with a known value have been notifi ed, bringing the value of known lifetime 
legacy pledges to £268 million at the end of 2008–09.  Although such pledges are not counted against the Cambridge 
800th Anniversary Campaign total, they will be an enormously important source of benefactions in future years.

Meeting the goals of the Campaign
As in previous years, support for the Campaign has been spread across all four goals. In addition, substantial 
unrestricted funding has fl owed to the Colleges, particularly through their successful annual funds. The growing 
recognition by alumni that unrestricted funding is of critical importance has been especially welcome in a year when 
income from College and University endowments have been under great pressure because of conditions in fi nancial 
markets. With growing participation across the alumni body, gifts to annual funds yielded nearly £7 million in the past 
year. Through the power of mass participation they provide a way in which all alumni, whatever their fi nancial means, 
can make a vital contribution to collegiate Cambridge’s continuing health.

The overall pattern of donations in 2008–2009 differs little from previous years. Whilst alumni are the largest single 
source of gifts (and this is particularly true for Colleges where alumni accounted for 53% of donors, excluding 
legacies), the Campaign has continued to be successful in attracting support from a range of trusts, foundations, 
non-alumni individuals and corporations whose philanthropic interests can be matched with the collegiate University’s 
programmes and activities.

Destination of donations
Of the total £139.4 million raised in 2008–2009, £70.7 million was received by the University and £68.7 million by the 
Colleges.

Within the University the largest proportion of funds fl owed to the sciences and technology (71% in 2008–2009) with 
Biological Sciences showing strongly, in part because of The Gatsby Charitable Foundation’s gift. Other institutions 
(such as the University Library and the Fitzwilliam Museum) continued to attract signifi cant gifts.

Supporting the endowment
Increasing the endowments of both the Colleges and the University has been a key priority throughout the Campaign. 
Endowment income is critical in meeting the shortfall between the income received for teaching from fees and 
government grants and the true costs of providing Cambridge’s collegiate, and intensive, small study group teaching 
experience.

The Campaign has added signifi cant funds to both College and University endowments. In the case of the University 
this now amounts to just over £185 million.

Year by year fundraising performance
The Cambridge 800th Anniversary Campaign is built on three key foundations: signifi cant and rising general 
participation through annual or regular giving programmes; a continuous fl ow of substantial major gifts through the 
individual cultivation of key prospects; and periodic gifts of exceptional size.

As in previous years, the chart opposite shows underlying performance as measured by the gifts received from the fi rst 
two streams, but excludes those benefactions that are of exceptional size and which cannot, therefore, be hoped for in 
every year of the Campaign.
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Whilst overall fundraising performance was outstanding, underlying performance showed a decline for the fi rst time 
in the Campaign. The proportionate decline was greater for the University than the Colleges, refl ecting the different 
characteristics of gifts in each case. The University’s performance through the Campaign has been dominated by 
substantial individual gifts. Whilst giving at the six-fi gure level was maintained, despite the pressures on donors’ 
incomes and wealth, seven-fi gure gifts declined in both number and average value. Many of these gifts are made from 
accumulated wealth and, given the uncertainty and adverse conditions in the fi nancial market, the reduction in giving 
at this level was not surprising. Despite these diffi culties, prospective benefactors continued to welcome discussions 
about substantial gifts in the future.

The Colleges have a wider distribution of gift sizes and are taking the lead in developing participation through regular 
giving programmes. This pattern of giving proved to be very resilient through 2008–2009 and indeed several Colleges 
reported record results from their annual fund telephone campaigns. Average participation among all alumni has now 
reached 10%. Looking forward, Cambridge’s challenge is to build this bedrock of sustained fundraising to the levels 
attained by many of our peers in the United States.

The Pigott family and PACCAR Inc have a century-old tradition 
of supporting global excellence in education. Mark Pigott is 
Chairman and Chief Executive Offi cer of PACCAR Inc, but his 
role as an international corporate leader is complemented by his 
unwavering commitment to advancing education, leadership 
and social transformation. In particular, he is passionate about 
assisting young people throughout the world to achieve their 
potential. 

His generous gift has established the Pigott Scholars Programme 
for UK graduates studying in arts, humanities and social 
sciences departments. This enables the University to attract 
and support the most gifted young minds at a critical stage 
in their careers. “Young men and women are the future; by 
providing them with the opportunity to learn about the world, 
all of society benefi ts,” Mr Pigott says. “And that is particularly 
true of graduate students. Cambridge is such a wonderful 
environment that enables students to learn, grow and prosper.”

Like the other benefactors who choose to invest in graduate 

education, Mr Pigott’s belief is that the Pigott Scholars 
Programme at the University will help to develop the 
transformational thinkers of tomorrow. He argues that 
“Cambridge as an institution is a global leader, and as an 
employer of talented graduates from across the world, I know 
fi rst-hand that it is producing the next generation of global 
leaders.”

Mr Pigott’s hope is that the Programme will make a signifi cant 
contribution to the lives of the Pigott Scholars, and that the 
Scholars in turn will make a difference to society as a whole.

Support for both undergraduate and graduate students, to 
enhance access to students from all backgrounds and from 
all over the world, continues to be a major priority for a 
number of benefactors.

The Colleges have benefi ted from many such gifts.  A 
generous donation to Newnham College’s “Changing 
Lives” campaign by Joy-Shan Lam Kung (Newnham, 
1989) has enabled the College to launch a two-year pilot 
scheme for the employment of a Schools Liaison Offi cer, 
who works with the Admissions Team to strengthen the 
College’s Access Initiatives, which involves reaching out to 
fi nd the brightest and best students and developing links 
with schools from all sectors. Following the success of Trinity 
Hall’s fi rst “Year Gift”, the Class of 1959 have launched a 
fund in memory of Honorary Fellow Graham Storey (Trinity 
Hall, 1939). The Graham Storey Memorial Fund will support 
the humanities, particularly those students (undergraduate 
or graduate) reading English. Some 60 donors have 
contributed to an endowment fund for the Griffi ns Club, 
which will enable more Downing College students to 
compete in a wide range of sports. At Queens’ College, 
Dr Mohamed A El-Erian (Queens’, 1977) has established 
a fund to support all aspects of the graduate programme 
and graduate student life, including research grants, 
bursaries, fee support, research-related travel grants and 
hardship grants.

Postgraduates have also benefi ted from gifts made to 
specifi c departments. A benefaction from BP International 
Limited will provide postgraduate student study awards 
and undergraduate prizes and awards in the Departments of 
Chemical Engineering and Biotechnology, Chemistry, Earth 
Sciences, Engineering and Physics.

Several gifts have been directed at enabling international 
students from other countries to study at Cambridge. A 
generous benefaction by QUALCOMM will be used to 
support European Union doctoral research students in 
the Computer Laboratory, Judge Business School, and the 
Department of Engineering. A legacy from the late Roger 
Barclay-Smith (Gonville & Caius, 1955) has enhanced 
the bursary fund he established during his lifetime in 
memory of his aunt, Phyllis Barclay-Smith, initially to support 
undergraduate or graduate students from Malawi, or, if 
this is not possible, candidates from anywhere in the world. 
The Manmohan Singh Undergraduate Scholarship Fund has 
been launched with gifts from Sir Evelyn (Trinity, 1952) 
and Lady Lynn Forester de Rothschild, through their 
family trust, The Eranda Foundation, and from the Bharti 
Foundation. Named in honour of India’s Prime Minister, 
this new scholarship programme will enable more Indian 
undergraduates to study at Cambridge.

A CHALLENGING
STIMULUS

Girton College has received a magnifi cent donation towards its 
educational mission. The donation comes from an alumnus who 
wishes to remain anonymous.

Girton never had an original founder’s endowment, although 
it has endeavoured to build up fi nancial reserves. The donor’s 
vision was that half of the gift should be added to the College’s 
endowment for general purposes, including supporting 
students, precisely as Girton’s pioneering founders would have 
wanted.

The other half will be used to set up a Teaching Support Fund, 
crucial in a College that employs many teaching offi cers. This 
fund will be used to match gifts from alumni and other sources 
for the long-term endowment of teaching posts in subjects 
where College Teaching Offi cers are in demand. In this way it 
will ensure that the supervision system at Girton, and for which 
Cambridge is internationally renowned, continues into the 
future.

The former Mistress of Girton College, Professor Dame Marilyn 
Strathern, commented: “This is marvellous news. From its 
foundation, Girton has grown because of both the thought and 
enthusiasm of people committed to education and the personal 
generosity of so many. This gift has identifi ed and met certain 
immediate priorities where benefi ts are already visible. However, 
the scale of the donation also enables us, quite simply, to take 
a long view of our objectives. In the spirit of encouragement, 
our donor has laid down a challenge to us, wanting to inject 
real stimulus into both our fundraising and into the College’s 
thinking about the future and the way ahead. He has set us to 
work.”

Sustaining inspirational teaching in the departments, 
faculties and the Colleges is crucial to Cambridge’s mission.

The Department of Architecture has taught some of the 
most creative and infl uential practitioners and design 
theorists in recent history, and was ranked fi rst out of 33 
universities and higher education colleges in the UK 2008 
Research Assessment Exercise (RAE). The D G Marshall 
of Cambridge Trust has made a generous gift to enable 
the University to establish the Sir Arthur Marshall Visiting 
Professorship of Sustainable Urban Design. This is intended 
to be the cornerstone of a visitor programme, attracting 
exceptional practitioners to Cambridge and helping to 
maintain the Department’s position at the forefront of 
design and construction. The Trust has also funded an 
associated Fellow Commonership at Jesus College, enabling 
the post-holder to participate in the vibrant life of a 
Cambridge College.

Carl Djerassi, Emeritus Professor of Chemistry at 
Stanford University, has made a signifi cant gift to the 
Cambridge Centre for Gender Studies. This will support the 
Diane Middlebrook and Carl Djerassi Visiting Professorship 
of Gender Studies - an initiative to host distinguished 
scholars at the Centre, encouraging collaboration with 
institutions in the UK and around the world.

At Clare College over 400 alumni contributed to a 
particularly successful Annual Fund, focussed on individual 
teaching. The additional College Teaching Offi cer in 
Economics, supported by the fund, will strengthen 
undergraduate teaching in a key subject for which the 
College has a long-standing reputation.

To continue the University’s exceptional record of teaching 
and discovery into the future, it is vital that Cambridge 
scholars are brought together in purpose-built facilities, 
where research collaborations can fl ourish. The University’s 
industrial friends and partners have played a key role in this 
respect, particularly when a department’s success means 
that it has outgrown its current buildings. The Department 
of Chemical Engineering and Biotechnology, for example, 
has developed a strong relationship with Johnson Matthey 
plc over recent years, and this has been enhanced by the 
company’s important lead donation towards a new building 
for the Department.

The 2008 RAE rated the Department of Materials Science 
and Metallurgy as the top “metallurgy and materials” 
department, and amongst the top four departments in any 
branch of science or engineering in the UK. With a complex 
and expanding research programme, the Department has 
outgrown its current, fragmented city centre facilities. 
The Wolfson Foundation has awarded the University a 
generous grant towards the cost of a new research and 
teaching centre on the West Cambridge campus. The 
Department will also be strengthened by the endowment 
of the Tata Steel Professorship of Metallurgy from one of 
the world’s foremost industrial groups, Tata Steel. These 
gifts will help to maintain Cambridge’s strong record in 
these fi elds, contributing signifi cantly to industrial materials 
technology and to academic leadership at an international 
level. “Everything is made of something”, and materials 
science and metallurgy work to ensure that ground-
breaking, sustainable materials are available to support the 
modern world.

Cambridge has a strong record in the study of plant biology – a 
science that is critical for our planet. Now, thanks to the second 
tranche of the largest gift yet to the Campaign, the University 
will soon be home to a state-of-the-art research laboratory for 
the study of plant development. This transformational funding 
has been provided by The Gatsby Charitable Foundation 
for an iconic building designed by award-winning architects 
Stanton Williams.

The Botanic Garden was originally conceived by Professor 
John Henslow, Darwin’s guide and mentor, to present his 
early 19th century research programme on the nature of 
species. It therefore makes a natural and inspirational setting 
for the Sainsbury Laboratory, which will be dedicated to the 
advancement of curiosity-driven research. The building will also 
provide a home for the University Herbarium, a key resource in 
the understanding of plant evolution and biodiversity. 

The University’s Department of Plant Sciences is the premier 
university centre for research in plant and microbial sciences. 

Its pre-eminence was further strengthened by the appointment 
of Sir David Baulcombe FRS as Professor of Botany in 2007. 
He won a Lasker Award, America’s highest research honour, 
in 2008, and his work is also supported by the Foundation. In 
November 2009 HM The Queen conferred upon the post the 
royal title “Regius Professor”. 

Lord Sainsbury, founder of The Gatsby Charitable Foundation, 
said: “This is one of the most exciting projects with which 
my Charitable Foundation has been involved. It combines an 
inspirational research programme, a historic site in the Botanic 
Garden and a beautiful laboratory. I believe it will soon become 
a world-class centre of excellent plant science.”

The work of Cambridge researchers contributes to solving 
environmental challenges and continues to attract major 
benefactions. Arcadia has made two gifts in this area. 
One is to Judge Business School to support the Cambridge 
Conservation Initiative (CCI), a partnership created by 
the University and a cluster of international conservation 
organisations to spearhead innovative approaches to 
conserving the world’s biological resources. The other is 
to the Department of Zoology in the School of Biological 
Sciences to support research into evidence-based 
conservation. MAVA - Fondation pour la Nature has 
established a fund to support one of CCI’s collaborative 
programmes: a Masters in Conservation Leadership. The fi rst 
outcome will be a new senior post to lead the programme, 
with responsibility for building and delivering a unique 
interdisciplinary MPhil taught by representatives of six 
departments across the University and eight Cambridge-
based international conservation organisations. The 
Three Guineas Trust’s gift to the Cambridge Centre for 
Climate Change Mitigation Research in the Department 
of Land Economy will support a major research project to 
create a statistically based model designed to accelerate 
decarbonisation of the global economy.

Other gifts that support this goal include one to the Schools 
of Biological Sciences and Physical Sciences from the 
King Abdullah University of Science and Technology 
(KAUST) for work in the fi eld of bioscience and 
bioengineering; and a gift from H. H. the Prime Minister 
of the State of Kuwait, Sheikh Nasser Al-Mohammed 
Al-Sabah to the Department of Biological Anthropology for 

a study of obesity and type 2 diabetes.

Colleges have also secured philanthropic funding for 
research. Corpus Christi College has received a generous 
benefaction from the Gaylord and Dorothy Donnelley 
Foundation for the endowment of the Gaylord and 
Dorothy Donnelley Research Fellowship, which will recognise 
early career scholars of exceptional promise. Christ’s College 
celebrated the 200th anniversary of its alumnus, Charles 
Darwin, with a gala dinner where alumni and supporters 
raised funds to launch the Charles Darwin and Galapagos 
Islands Trust to promote scholarship between the Islands 
and the College.

Unrestricted giving can also be important in translating 
Cambridge’s research into practical outcomes. Guy 
Whittaker (Christ’s, 1974) and The Cadbury family 
have both made benefactions to the Vice-Chancellor’s 
Endowment Fund, while Dr Jonathan Milner and Mrs 
Rosy Gounaris-Milner, Dr William H (Pembroke, 
1965) and Ms Weslie R Janeway, The David Harding 
Foundation, Sir David Walker (Queens’, 1958), 
and Edward (Magdalene, 1981) and Sally Benthall 
(Fitzwilliam, 1981) have made gifts to the Vice-
Chancellor’s Discretionary Fund. The Vice-Chancellor 
has decided to direct these gifts to support the recently 
launched University of Cambridge Discovery Fund, which 
will provide proof of concept, pre-licence, pre-seed and 
seed investment in support of technologies developed by 
Cambridge academics.

Although Charles Darwin, in common with most of his 
contemporaries, believed that women were best suited to 
domestic life and childcare, he had a surprisingly large number 
of female correspondents – more than 100 – and went out 
of his way to encourage the scientifi c interests of the women 
who wrote to him. Many of them, such as Mary Boole, were 
practising scientists. Mrs Boole, a teacher, is often mentioned 
as the widow of George Boole who gave his name to Boolean 
logic, but she was, in fact, a gifted mathematician in her own 
right. Another correspondent, Lydia Becker, was a leading 
campaigner for women’s right to vote; Darwin encouraged her 
botanical observations.

Thanks to a generous donation from The Bonita Trust, The 
Darwin and Gender project will be able to make available 
Darwin’s private and largely unpublished writings relevant to all 
aspects of gender as a single resource. Funding from The Bonita 
Trust will also provide for an Education Offi cer to work with 
schools. The three-year research project will be overseen by the 
Darwin Correspondence Project at Cambridge University Library. 

Dr Alison Pearn, Assistant Director, Darwin Correspondence 
Project, said: “These are remarkable letters by and about 
remarkable people and deserve to be better known.” 

“The encouragement of women in the fi elds of science and 
technology is one of Bonita’s core activities around the world,” 
explained Ruth Parasol DeLeon, founding member of The 
Bonita Trust International Advisory Board. “Many of the issues 
raised by Darwin in his correspondence have great relevance 
to modern society. The Darwin and Gender project will allow a 
wider audience an insight into this, and into how his views on 
gender shaped Victorian society.”

Striking buildings, historic settings and fascinating 
collections are all intrinsic to Cambridge, and resonate 
throughout the lives of all those who study, live or work in 
this unique environment.

The late Sue Finch (Hughes Hall) loved visiting Kettle’s 
Yard in her retirement, and enjoyed participating in its 
courses, visiting its exhibitions, and providing support by 
becoming a Friend. In her memory, her friends and family 
have made donations to the development appeal for new 
education spaces. The Hon Paul Zuckerman (Trinity, 
1965), who visited the house as a student and was a 
friend of Jim Ede (the founder), has also been a generous 
supporter of the Kettle’s Yard appeal.

Cambridge University Library is determined to preserve 
for the nation the archive of Siegfried Sassoon’s personal 
papers. The collection includes Sassoon’s journals; pocket 
notebooks compiled on the Western Front; poetry books 
and photographs; letters to his wife Hester; and letters to 
Sassoon by writers and other distinguished fi gures. The 
Library already holds a substantial collection of Sassoon’s 
correspondence and manuscripts, and has played a leading 
role in both conserving the record of his life and works and 
making them accessible to readers and the public. Thanks 
to donors including the J Paul Getty Jr Charitable Trust, 
the B H Breslauer Foundation Inc, and The Monument 
Trust, over half of the target amount needed to secure the 
archive had been raised by the end of the fi nancial year.

Two of the Colleges have completed and opened building 
projects initiated earlier in the campaign. There was a royal 
opening for Clare College’s new Lerner Court, which was 
funded by alumni, whilst the restoration of Downing’s Hall 
has been completed thanks to many generous donations: 
benefactors’ names appear on the 160 chairs, some of the 
tables and all 242 stone tiles. The late David James was a 
former administrator of the Department of Pharmacology. 
His bequest supports teaching and research in the 
Department, and the Chapel Foundation at King’s College, 
where a major programme of essential work to repair the 
500 year-old Chapel is under way.

A joyous peal of new bells is ringing out over Cambridge. 
The ring of 12 bells, which has been installed at the 
University Church, St Mary’s the Great, was cast by Taylors, 
Eayre and Smith of Loughborough to mark the University’s 
800th anniversary. The new peal was made possible through 
a generous donation by Dr Martin C Faulkes, himself a 
bellringer. In 1793 the Reverend Dr Joseph Jowett used fi ve 
of the original bells to compose the famous “Cambridge 
Chimes”, which were later copied for Big Ben and are more 
commonly called the “Westminster Chimes”. The poor 
condition of the old ring risked major failure and this project 
means the clock bells will be able to continue to ring out the 
famous motif. It is hoped the new bells will be enjoyed by 
people in Cambridge for many hundreds of years to come.
